live.  If you follow Jesus now, but after 

death you fall asleep permanently, you’ll 
have no regrets.  However, if you live like 

an atheist now, but there is a final 
judgment—it’s too horrible to mention.

are fools, so why do you 

believe the same nonsense 
about the creating and 
copying of the Bible?

“Do not allow a 

sorceress to live.” 
God’s opinion, thru 

Moses, of witchcraft. 

 
When wronged, forgiving 

them can be a long and 
unpleasant task.  Resolve 

that you won’t keep 
putting God through that. 

“Do not spread false 
reports.”  Said God thru 

Moses.  If you’re not 
almost certain it’s true, 
then do not repeat it. 

 
“Praise the Lord, and forget not his 
benefits, who forgives all your sins, 

heals all your diseases, redeems your 
life from the pit, crowns you with 

love and compassion, satisfies your 
desires with good things, so your 
youth is renewed like the eagle’s.” 

 
“Do not have sexual relations 
with a man as one does with a 

woman; that is detestable.” 
Said God thru Moses.  Do you 
think he changed his opinion 
sometime in the last century? 

 
Some approach the Bible with 
no fear of God, ignoring large 
portions or reading their own 
ideas into it.  Many preachers 
do it.  Twisting God’s words 

brings judgment.  Be careful!
